2.INSTALLING THE TOMEI JOINT PIPE

6. Test fit the joint pipe to the catalytic converter using the included
gasket (@ on previous page) and flange nuts (® on previous page) .

7. Ensuring sufficient clearance with surrounding parts, tighten down the components in
order starting from the flange at the exhaust manifold end.

A CAUTION

m Ensure sufficient clearance and correct fitment has been achieved before completely
tightening down the fastenings. In some cases, there may be insufficient clearance due
to minor differences between individual vehicles. In such a case, loosen the fastenings
of each component and adjust the positioning until sufficient clearance is achieved
before retightening the fastenings again.

m Ensure you clean the joint pipe after installation. Using the joint pipe whilst there is oil
or other debris on it can cause blemishes and/or burn marks.

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3. REINSTALLING THE SURROUNDING COMPONENTS

1. Reinstall any surrounding components that were removed when removing
the stock exhaust manifold and catalytic converter.

2. Reconnect the negative battery terminal.

4. INSTALLATION VERIFICATION

1. Check to ensure the product is fitted correctly.
2. Start the engine and rev to 2500rpm. Check for any abnormal sounds.

3. Test drive the vehicle and check again for abnormal sounds and/or loose parts.
